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Many tools are provided and students are only asked to purchase minimum tools in their first term, giving them time to explore and learn. Students
then add to tools in future semesters. Tools are an investment in a student’s career and SCC works with a variety of tool vendors to give students
options. Many vendors offer students a significant discount. Students can also purchase tools from other vendors not associated with the College.
Program faculty and advisors will provide students with specific information related to tools prior to the start of their first semester.

During the first week of each semester, tool vendors come to campus and provide students with options to buy single tools or tool sets based on
program needs. Faculty will be available to help students make selections based on course and program needs.
